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Gospel (Matthew 14:22-33) 
And at once he made the disciples get into the boat and go on ahead to the other side while he sent the crowds away. After sending 
the crowds away he went up into the hills by himself to pray. When evening came, he was there alone, while the boat, by now some 
furlongs from land, was hard pressed by rough waves, for there was a headwind. 
 
In the fourth watch of the night he came towards them, walking on the sea, and when the disciples saw him walking on the sea they 
were terrified, 'It is a ghost,' they said, and cried out in fear. 
 
But at once Jesus called out to them, saying, 'Courage! It's me! Don't be afraid.' It was Peter who answered. 'Lord,' he said, ‘if it is 
you, tell me to come to you across the water’. Jesus said, 'Come’. Then Peter got out of the boat and started walking towards Jesus 
across the water, but then noticing the wind, he took fright and began to sink. 'Lord,' he cried, 'save me!' 
 
Jesus put out his hand at once and held him. 'You have so little faith,' he said, 'why did you doubt?' And as they got into the boat the 
wind dropped. The men in the boat bowed down before him and said, 'Truly, you are the Son of God’.

Last week saw Reconciliation Week be recognized nation-wide and as a school we took time to reflect at Assembly on the impact 
that early European settlers have had on first Australians. As a College, we are committed to the ongoing process of reconciliation 
with Indigenous Australians and we are committed to walking in solidarity with the descendents working towards healing and the 
realization of the wrongs of the past.  
 
Friday evening also allowed many of the staff the opportunity to meet prospective students that are looking to start in Year 7 next 
year at Trinity College Colac. It was a great evening that allowed many of us the time to “get to know” students and their families. I 
wanted to take this opportunity to thank the many staff that gave of their free time to take part in this evening.  
 
Before the next newsletter, students will have completed Semester One and have begun their studies for the second half of the 
year. In this time, you may find students a little more focused on their studies and completing work. We wish teachers and students 
well over the next few weeks in working together to complete the semester in a productive and rewarding way. 
 
Just a reminder to families that next Wednesday is a Student Free Day, where normal classes will not run, to allow teachers time to 
provide feedback to students and write reports.  
 
The long weekend will offer a great opportunity for staff and students to refresh after an extremely busy term. We wish all 
members of the school community a restful weekend and hope you all take the opportunity for some time with those close to you.

PENTECOST SUNDAY 
Pentecost Sunday was a very special day: Trinity College students featured at the Vigil Mass at St Mary’s Parish Church for Belle 
Brylow and Zavier Gray’s reception of the Sacraments of Initiation into the Church with the support and assistance of Father Michael 
O’Toole. As Trinity Sunday, next Sunday, coincides with a long weekend, with many families being away, it was decided that 
Pentecost Sunday would also be a celebration, this year, of the naming of Trinity College and an invitation for students to take on 
leadership roles in the celebration of the Eucharist. 
 
Eliza O’Farrell introduced the Mass, followed by Scott McCarney who read the first reading with particular skill. It was a description 
of the Pentecost event as recounted in the Acts of the Apostles, which contains a list of almost every unpronounceable country 
name in the Middle East at that time! Scott had prepared diligently, however, and his reading was outstanding.  
 
Eliza read the psalm and then Belle read the Second Reading which described the power of the Holy Spirit in our lives. As Belle was 
to be baptised shortly afterwards, her reading held particular depth of meaning for all present. Then Eliza, with considerable skill, 
juggled script and microphone with an injured right arm and read the prayers of the faithful with sensitivity and dignity.   
 
After being baptised, Belle was presented with her baptismal candle, which she prepared herself with the assistance of Mrs 
Consedine. Scott lit her candle from the Easter Paschal Candle, a symbol of the light of Christ present amongst us. He passed it to 
Jamie Rodgers who took the lit candle and presented it to Belle.  (Jamie, Eliza, Hayley Knight and Hayley Gorwell have walked the 
preparation journey to Baptism with Belle) for several months. As Belle received her baptismal candle, it was clearly evident that her 
desire to live a faith-filled life has touched and inspired many other young people around her. Friends from Trinity also attended to 
support Belle, celebrate with her and to wish her well. A large contingent of family members of both candidates was also present, 
some having travelled from Ballarat, Melbourne and Geelong to celebrate with us.  
 
Father Michael then prayed over the two Confirmation candidates, with the laying on of hands – so richly symbolic of the power of 
the Spirit being passed on - another reminder of the power of that first Pentecost and the presence of the Spirit in our community 
just as much as with the first disciples gathered together so long ago.  
 
Belle and Jamie presented the offertory gifts of bread and wine together and Jamie, as a 
Special Minister of the Eucharist, with Mr O’Farrell, Mrs Morgan and Ms Hughes, assisted 
for the distribution of communion.  Mrs Morgan, a long time staff member at Trinity, had 
also been meeting with Belle and Zavier at school to help prepare them for the reception 
of the sacraments.   
 
Belle and Zavier received their First Communion, thus becoming fully participating 
members of the faith community of St Mary’s Parish and the Catholic Church. The Mass 
concluded with the students processing out with Father Michael. Family members, friends 
and parishioners enjoyed a beautifully prepared supper prepared by the parish catering 
team, for the occasion, in the Gathering Space.  This was a real community event, a 
moving celebration of faith and a most fitting way to celebrate Pentecost Sunday.
