Grief is an experience that none of us can escapmeSoeople try to gloss over their grief and try not to have it affect them, which
is understandable, given how intensely painful grief is. For some people, this is not possible, and the grief can beseo inte
confusing, complex and overwhelming, thaisitnmanageable. When we or a friend/peer loses someone, and we are experiencin
grief, there is no right or wrong way to grieve. It is a different journey for everyone.

Grief presents many challenges for people. There is first the emotional stornthéhatrieving person is likely to face which includes
FYy3dISNE alRySaaz FSFENE NBINBlGZ O2yFdzaAizys RSLINBaaizy Fe¢R
forward without that person in our lives, whilst facing our daily livesedfeg safe is an additional challenge, as the confusion,
disorientation and distress of a significant loss can disrupt our concentration and focus.

When someone is grieving, it is unhelpful to try to give them instructions on how to grieve: it is ljast tisten and be there for
them. When supporting friends, colleagues and family members that have been bereaved, it is important that one looks af
oneself as well.
